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New Braunfels ISD school cafeterias continue to offer beef-free menus following several recalls of the food nation-

wide earlier this month. 

The school district removed ground beef from its stock after receiving notification from the USDA in early

February regarding the question of the safety of ground beef that was produced at the Westland Meat Company in

Chino, California. The Westland Meat Company had been supplying beef for the federal food and nutrition programs

across the nation, including Texas. 

Aramark, which operates the district’s food service division, has determined that some meat from that particular

facility was shipped to the district and used at New Braunfels High School, New Braunfels Middle School, OakRun

Sixth Grade Center and Central Kitchen.

There is no indication that anything was wrong with any meat that went to NBISD schools, and there have been

no reports of ill effects through the consumption of any of the meat, according to director Silke West. 

Additionally, on February 28, NBISD was notified there has been an additional beef recall regarding commercial

(non-USDA) beef distributed through Sysco.  According to West, NBISD has not purchased the beef in question

distributed by Sysco. 

“At this time, our menus remain beef-free due to the sensitive nature of the beef recall.  It appears to remain a

good decision as we now see commercial beef product being recalled,” West said. “This particular recall was

voluntary, not mandated, however the product contained beef from the Westland Meat Company.”
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
